
Secular Order of Missionary Servants of Holy Love 
(MSHL) 
 
The Secular Order of Missionary Servants of Holy Love (MSHL) is ecumenical. 
The purpose of the Secular Order is to draw souls into the First Chamber of the 
United Hearts, the Immaculate Heart of Mary. Mary is the door to enter the Heart 
of Jesus, thus She brings Her children to the Confraternity. This is Her “Triumph” 
as prophesied at Fatima.  
 
Missionary Servants of Holy Love are in the Refuge of Her Heart and “incarnate” 
Her Heart by seeking the grace to be transformed into a little refuge of Holy Love.   
 

“Know and comprehend that it is the goal of the Confraternity and My goal, as 
well, to establish in each heart a Chamber of Holy Love.  As the human heart 
is transformed into a refuge of Holy Love, My Victory draws nearer.  Every 
heart transformed through Holy Love becomes a sanctuary of peace in 
turbulent times, and a part of My Victory.”   
  
“As the heart takes on the Heart of My Mother through Holy Love, it is no 
longer fearful of looking at its iniquity or of standing up for righteousness.  As 
part of My Victory, each heart embraces the truth.”

1. Consecration to the Flame of Holy Love 
 

Persons who have been touched by the Holy Spirit through reading and 
meditating on the Holy and Divine Love messages, attending Confraternity 
prayer meetings and through the witness of Confraternity members, take this 
first step in the journey by making a personal consecration over 3 
consecutive days to the Flame of Holy Love, accomplishing the following 
daily: 
 

♥ Perform some Corporal Work of Mercy.** 
 

♥ Evangelize the Holy Love Message to at least one person. 
 

♥ Reverently receive Jesus in the Eucharist (if Catholic) or the Divine 
Liturgy (if Orthodox). 

 
 NOTE:  Non-Catholics are advised to do additional prayer and 

Scripture reading in place of this last request. The Orthodox may 
also pray before Icons. 

 

Our Lady comes in white with white lilies in front of Her. Jesus' hands with 
the wounds were on either side of Her. She says, "Alleluia! Praise be to 



Jesus, Risen and Glorified! Take up your pen, My angel. Here is the 
beginning of My prayer." 

  

The Consecration to the Flame of Holy Love 

 “Immaculate Heart of Mary, humbly, I ask that You take my 
heart into the Flame of Holy Love, that is the Spiritual Refuge 
of all mankind. Do not look upon my faults and failings, but 
allow these iniquities to be burned away by this purifying 
Flame.” 
 “Through Holy Love, help me to be sanctified in the present 
moment, and in so doing, give to you, dear Mother, my every 
thought, word and action. Take me and use me according to 
Your great pleasure. Allow me to be Your instrument in the 
world, all for the greater glory of God and towards Your 
victorious reign. Amen” 

 

Our Lady continues: "The souls that thus consecrate themselves 
relinquish to Me all their faults; their sins, both past and future; their 
virtues, those that they have and will have; their sorrows; their joys; and 
their fears. I will reign in their hearts being victorious over besetting sins. I 
will take dominion over interior and exterior goods. I ask only their undying 
faithfulness to living in Holy Love and to spreading the Message of Holy 
Love. In so doing, they will be My instruments in leading souls into the 
New Jerusalem." 

 

"Souls that desire to make this consecration must for three days prepare 
their hearts. Each day I desire that they perform some Corporal Work of 
Mercy**. Each day they must evangelize the Holy Love Message to at 
least one person. Each day they must reverently receive My Son in the 
Eucharist. These three days of light will serve as armor against the 
three days of darkness that are to come. This is God's Merciful Love I 
am giving to humanity through you. Pray with me now for unbelievers." We 



prayed. "Make this known to believers and unbelievers alike." She leaves.  
        (Our Lady / April 16, 1995—Easter 7:00 A.M.) 

**Corporal Works of Mercy:  

1. Feed the hungry          

2. Give drink to the thirsty   

3. Clothe the naked    

4. Shelter the homeless 

5. Comfort the imprisoned 

6. Visit the sick 

7. Bury the dead 

 

Upon completion of the consecration, with the promise of completing the 
other conditions, one is a member of the Remnant Faithful and a Missionary 
Servant of Holy Love.  He may choose to put the initials M.S.H.L. after his 
name. A member of the Secular Order of Missionary Servants of Holy Love 
should continue to go deeper into the Chambers of the United Hearts as the 
Fire of the Holy Spirit refines and purifies his heart. 

 

If this preparation and consecration have been done in the past, it is not 
necessary to do so again, although it certainly would be commendable. 

 

2. Rule of Life 

  

Our Lady then requests Her Missionary Servants to follow a simple Rule of 
Life. This Rule includes: 

 

♥ Conscientious fulfillment of one’s state in life (such as married, 
religious, single) through the practice of Holy Love in the present 
moment.  



 

♥ Consecration to Mary, Refuge of Holy Love, through the Flame of Holy 
Love. (It is recommended this be renewed daily.) 

 

♥ Propagation of the Holy Love Message, either through prayer or action.  

 

♥ Daily examination of conscience using Holy Love as the measure. (See 
also the tables comparing self-love to Holy Love in Section 2. About 
Terms You Should Know)

DAILY EXAMINATION OF CONSCIENCE 

 

 Did I return Love for Love? (God’s love for me back to Him) 
 Did I find fault with anyone in thought or word when it was not my duty 

to do so? 
 Did I transgress another’s rights according to any of the 

Commandments? 
 Have I tried to be an example of Holy Love and Holy Humility in my 

daily life? 
 Have I allowed Holy Love and Humility to lead me deeper into the 

virtues: simplicity, prudence, patience, fortitude, and perseverance? 
 Am I living the Message only on my lips (for others to see—

superficially); or do I have the Message in my heart, thus having a 
private relationship with Jesus through Mary? 

 Did I use the world—people, places, and things—to promote the 
Message of Holy Love? 

 Have I allowed the element of time to manipulate me, or do I use time 
wisely for the glory of God? 

 If I am Catholic, do I know the Church laws and obey them? 
 Am I faithful to my state of life? 
 If I am Catholic, did I make good use of the sacraments? 



 Did I accept and embrace the crosses in my life as part of God’s Will 
for me; or do I rebel against the cross, thus losing grace for souls? 

 If I receive special graces in any form, did I broadcast it to others 
unnecessarily; or do I realize I am undeserving and thank God for it? 

3. Heart Pledge 

  

If a soul fulfills these requirements, then a Heart Pledge has been dictated by 
Jesus for individuals to proclaim their loyalty. By signing this pledge and living 
with Holy Love ruling their hearts, individuals are allowed to sign their name 
with the initials M.S.H.L. following their signature.  

 

 NOTE:  Members should sign and retain the pledge form with their 
personal records. 

 

4. Registration 

  

The Secular Order of Missionary Servants of Holy Love requests that 
registration information be mailed or e-mailed to the address provided on the 
Enrollment Form . 

 

5. Journal Entries and Scriptures 

 

For the spiritual edification of Her Missionary Servants, Our Lady dictated a 
series of journal entries and directed that they be included in a Secular Order 
Handbook, along with Scripture meditations for reflections on a life in Holy 
Love.

6. Pilgrimage to Maranatha Spring and Shrine 

  

Missionary Servants of Holy Love are encouraged to visit the site of Our 
Lady’s apparitions at Maranatha Spring and Shrine in the eastern corner of 
Lorain County just west of Cleveland, Ohio. Information on location, 
directions, messages, etc. are available by calling 440-327-8006. 

 
"Please understand, My children, that the layout of this property 
represents the soul's journey into holiness and Our United Hearts." 
 

"The soul is first drawn into My Sorrowful and Immaculate Heart 
[represented at the Lake of Tears], where he is purged of many of his 
most flagrant faults. Then he travels along guided by the angels—as is 
represented on the property by the Lake of Angels. He receives many 
graces to move deeper into My Heart and into Divine Love, the Heart of 
My Son. This is represented by Maranatha Spring on the property. Finally, 
in conformity to the Divine Will of God, he arrives at the Field of Victory, 
Our United Hearts and the Triumph. Understand that every triumph and 
victory is surrounded by the Way of the Cross. And thus you have the 
back of the property—the Stations of the Cross."
