• DOMESTIC (IN THE USA):  USE A $.55 CENT FOREVER STAMP.  

• INTERNATIONAL:  USE A $1.20 GLOBAL FOREVER STAMP.

2. What is the Triple Blessing of God the Father?  

The Triple Blessing of God the Father consists of the following three 
Blessings.  

Blessing of Light illuminates the soul as to where he stands before God.  

Apocalyptic Blessing prepares the soul for changes as yet untold or 
experienced in life. It places a desire in the heart to come closer to God the 
Father in every way, opening the heart for a desire for conversion. It gives 
souls knowledge to accept change and adversity with peace. 

Patriarchal Blessing carries with it the gift of discernment from good and 
evil and draws the soul deeper into the Paternal Heart of God the Father and 
into union with the Divine Will.

5. How do you receive the Blessing? WHILE HOLDING THE PRAYER CARD, BEGIN TO 
PRAY AND YOU WILL RECEIVE THE BLESSING. 
 

6. Will the Blessing still be given over the entire property per the July 5th message?  YES. 
 

7. Is God the Father still going to make the announcement that the Blessing is granted? 
YES. 
 

8. Is there a difference between receiving the Blessing by people who come to the 
property on a day of prayer and/or receive the Prayer Card from someone else? NO. 

 
9. Will the Prayer Cards be available only on prayer days? NO. 

 
10. Do people need to get the Prayer Card first and then pray? YES. 

 
11. If I touch the artifact or Prayer Card to another item or person will it receive the Blessing 

too? NEED CARD - NO TRANSFERENCE. 
 

12. At the time I receive the Blessing on site will all the items I carry on Me receive the 
Blessing or the Presence of God the Father? NO. 
 

13. How can I get the Prayer Card? THROUGH THE BOOKSTORE ON SITE WHEN 
THEY ARE OPEN OR BY SENDING AN SASE (SEE THE FIRST BULLET). 

 
14. How many cards can I get? 5 CARDS PER SASE. 

 
15. Are we having formal prayer services throughout the day? NO, SAVE FOR THE 7PM 

ROSARY SERVICE. 
 

16. Will one Prayer Card cover a family? NO - EACH PERSON MUST HAVE A PRAYER 
CARD. 
 

17. Should I give the Prayer Card to someone who doesn't want it? ONLY IF IT IS 
RECEIVED WITH FAITH. 
 

18. When is the August prayer day? SUNDAY, AUGUST 2, THE FEAST OF GOD THE 
FATHER AND HIS DIVINE WILL. 
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The following two messages will assist in understanding: 
 

July 11, 2020 
"There are questions already about the Holy Card.  I can tell you some ask questions 
only to find fault.  The card itself is an aspect of the Triple Blessing. This is how I 
choose to distribute this Blessing during these troubled times throughout the 
world.  You will see its effects."

"The card, the Blessing and your faith combine to bring you great blessings on 
Thursday (July 16th).  When you begin to pray you will receive the Blessing.  When I 
speak of the card, I am speaking of the Blessing.  These are coming into your life when 
the times have confused good and evil.  After the blessing, you will be at peace and 
better able to discern right from wrong.  The card is only special by merit of My 
Blessing upon it."
