THE APPARITIONS BEGIN

Maureen Sweeney-Kyle was born on 
December 12, 1940, on the Feast of Our 
Lady of Guadalupe.  She resides with 
her husband, Don Kyle, at the site of the 
miraculous Maranatha Spring and Shrine. 
Our Lady first appeared to Maureen  
in January 1985 at St. Brendan Catholic 
Church in North Olmsted, Ohio, dressed 
in light pink and a smoky-lavender color.  

"I was at Adoration at a neighborhood Church and Our Lady 
was suddenly just standing to the side of the Monstrance – She 
never puts Her Back to Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament.  She had a 
large beaded rosary in Her Hands and I thought, 'Am I the only one 
seeing Her?'  People were getting up and leaving or coming in and 
not paying any attention.  All of a sudden, the fifty Hail Mary beads 
turned into the shapes of the fifty states (of the United States).  Then 
She left.  I didn't know why She was there, but I thought, 'Maybe 
She wants me to pray for the country.' "

"I appeared to you (Maureen) first with the Rosary of States. It 
was an appeal to pray for your country.

In 1993, Our 
Lady asked that this Mission be known as Holy Love Ministries 
and then requested that the Ministry procure property for a shrine in 
Lorain County, Ohio. This was accomplished in 1995. This 115-acre 
shrine is now known as Maranatha Spring and Shrine, the home 
of Holy Love Ministries, an Ecumenical Lay Apostolate to make 
known to the world the Chambers of the United Hearts through the 
Messages of Holy and Divine Love.

"My Mission in the world was ecumenical – for all 
people and all nations – just as this Mission here today 
is ecumenical. It was never my intent that this Ministry be 
controlled by one group or recognized religion. Mankind 
must never try to control the movement of the Holy Spirit.

What is a Pilgrimage?  

A pilgrimage is a journey to a sacred place undertaken as an act 
of religious devotion, either simply in order to venerate (honor) it, 
or to ask the fulfillment of some need, or as an act of penance or 
thanksgiving, or a combination of these.

I (Maureen) was telling Blessed Mother that I couldn't 
believe it was Fall already, and that She had brought us 
through another whole season of pilgrims and of tourists. 
Our Lady appeared, smiling. She said: "Praise be to 
Jesus. I like how you put that – 'pilgrims and tourists.' 
There is a big difference, you know." 

"The pilgrim is here to draw deeper into the Chambers 
of Our United Hearts. He is here for his own holiness, to 
please God and to pray for others. The tourist, on the 
other hand, comes to inspect the site, to examine the 
exterior phenomena – sometimes to criticize."

"This Mission is about the interior life. The tourist 
misses the point. He is not that interested in the  
Messages or their meaning for himself. The pilgrim allows 
his heart to be transformed by Holy Love."

•	 Blessed Mother says: "Heaven offers you here a foretaste of 
being in the Presence of My Son, the angels and the saints, 
and Myself. Here at this site, I wrap My Arms around you. I 
keep your problems far distant from you. I offer you the solace 
of My Immaculate Heart. You are given the grace to begin or 
to deepen your journey through the Chambers of Our United 
Hearts. Each soul is given the grace of lasting peace if he opens 
his heart to the Seal of Discernment and understands what is 
most important – his own salvation."  (October 19, 2014)

•	 Blessed Mother says:  "I tell you, every grace attendant to this 
property comes into the world directly from the Heart of God the 
Father, which is pure Truth. Because every soul is called into 
the Heart of Truth and to live in Holy Truth, it follows every soul 
is called to come here." (August 19, 2012)

•	 Blessed Mother says: "Those of My children who step onto the 
property with sincere hearts, that is, a heart open to belief – not 
searching of reasons to disbelieve – will be plunged into the 
First Chamber of My Immaculate Heart and its Purifying Flame, 
as they receive the Seal of Discernment that My Son will place 
upon their foreheads. This anointing is a certain sign to Satan 
that you belong to Me, and that you are under Jesus' charge." 
(March 22, 2013)

•	 Our Lady of Lourdes says:  "When souls come onto this  
prayer site, they will not only receive an illumination of  
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conscience, but My Special Blessing, as well.*  This Blessing, 
in the past, has been given in rare occasions here and at other 
apparition sites.  What makes it 'special' is a special bond 
between the heart that receives it and My Own Immaculate 
Heart.  For the soul to receive it, his heart must be open and 
receptive to the Messages and graces offered here."  (February 
11, 2019)

*The next day, Maureen asks: "Blessed Mother, does 
everyone who comes get both?"

The Blessed Virgin Mary says: "The illumination is  
given to those who come in humility, not in arrogance, 
trying to test the reality of these Apparitions and 
Messages.  The same will be true of My Special Blessing.  
It is not right to test God." (February 12, 2019) 

•	 Once again, I see a Great Flame that I (Maureen) have come to 
know as the Heart of God the Father. This time there are sparks 
from the Flame falling on what looks to be the property of Holy 
Love. He says:  "The sparks you witness are representative of 
My Divine Will which falls upon the property and upon those 
who come here. Respect what I am telling you here today. All 
who come here are called." (July 16, 2017)

•	 Blessed Mother says: "This property brings souls to the 
threshold of the New Jerusalem. This is true, for the site 
itself embraces the Message of Holy Love. The Message is 
embraced by My Heart and is, in effect, the essence of My 
Immaculate Heart. My Immaculate Heart is the Gateway to 
the New Jerusalem. This is why special angels are given to 
those who come here. These angels assist in leading souls into 
the New Jerusalem; that is, across the threshold of My Heart."

•	 Jesus says:  "The pilgrim who comes to Maranatha will be 
satisfied in his needs. I have withheld nothing from those who 
come. I offer them the innermost Chambers of My Heart."  (May 
3, 2001) 
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Jesus says:  "See that often it is the effort put forth in the pilgrimage 
to come to the Shrine that bears much grace upon each one's 
arrival." (July 13, 2001)

SPIRITUAL PREPARATION:  Come in a prayerful mood. Many 
people pray and fast before their visit.  Read or re-read about all 
the graces available on the property.  

Instructions to Pilgrims

•	 Jesus says:  "It is important for the pilgrims to know that their 
journey here is a pilgrimage, not a holiday. As such, they should 
prepare in advance with prayer and sacrifice so that their hearts 
are ready to receive the graces that are offered here."

"When they enter the property, they are offered the embrace 
of Our United Hearts. If their hearts are properly disposed, the 
embrace will prepare them for an illumination of conscience, as 
St. Michael's sword pricks their heart."

"I desire that each pilgrim returns the embrace to Our United 
Hearts by living the Message of Holy and Divine Love in their 
own hearts. This, in itself, is all the recompense I ask."

"With a heart full of love, accept any inconvenience that 
this journey presents. I speak not only of the journey here to 
this site, but the journey through the Chambers of Our United 
Hearts, as well."

"You will please make this known."  (March 27, 2006)

•	 St. Catherine of Siena says:  "I wish to describe to you the 
proper disposition of heart for those who come to this apparition 
site, especially for the first time. Jesus desires that the heart of 
each pilgrim be open, that the heart be a blank page for Him 
to write upon. The less the pilgrim knows of others' opinions, 
the better. There are, as with every apparition site, many false 
rumors and false discernment attacking this place of Heaven's 
predilection." 

"Jesus does not like people to come with preconceived

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ideas of what may take place here. Therefore, do not anticipate 
any certain grace. Each one's pilgrimage is individual. Some 
may receive a profound illumination of conscience, others not."

"Do not look for proof of all that takes place here as being 
from Heaven. Do not come here to find fault. That is not 
discernment." 

"Let your hearts be open to the individual experience that 
God has in store for you, knowing full well that Immaculate Mary 
invited you here to deepen your relationship with Her Son and 
God the Father. Allow the Spirit of Truth to carry you deeper into 
an intimate relationship with the Holy Trinity." 

"Do not compare your experience here with anyone else's, 
for no two are alike. God knows best how to reach each heart. 
When you share your experiences, do so giving God the glory, 
for all grace comes from His Mercy and His Love. Never present 
yourself as being chosen or special or all-knowing in any way. 
Remember, humility is the first step on the Stairway to Holiness. 
There is a proper way to evangelize just as there is a proper 
way to do anything." 

"Do not allow your heart to be filled with judgment against 
Heaven's efforts here.

"Make a sincere heartfelt 'Act of Contrition' before you 
come onto the property. Grace will then fill your heart."  (April 24,

PHYSICAL PREPARATION:  The miraculous Maranatha Spring 
has been given at this site.  There is a manual outdoor water pump 
and you are encouraged to bring containers to fill and take home 
with you.  Keep in mind you may need to walk a distance with the full 
containers, so it may be helpful to have wheeled carts to transport 
the containers.  

Bring lawn chairs for outdoor Prayer Services.  Also consider 
umbrellas for protection from either the sun or rain, and flashlights 
for evening services. Dress appropriately for the seasonal weather 
(rain, heat, snow). 
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Bring cameras.  Many miraculous pictures have been taken, 
particularly of the Sorrowful Mother statue at the Lake of Tears. 
Hearts are often found in nature and on photographs all around the 
property. (See Appendix C.) 

Bring prayer petitions to touch to Our Lady's Blessing Point and 
place in the petition basket for Our Lady's intercession.  You may 
also want to bring rosaries, medals, or other religious articles to 
touch to the Blessing Point.

Drive 1.5 
miles.  Maranatha Spring and Shrine will be on your left.

4.	 Where will we stay?  Is overnight camping allowed?
There are numerous hotels and motels, bed and breakfasts, and 
campgrounds within driving distance from the Shrine.  No lodging is 
available at or adjacent to the Shrine and the Shrine does not allow 
any overnight camping or motor homes parked on the property 
overnight.  (See also the Lodging section.)
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5.	 How do we arrange for a group to visit the Shrine by bus?
If you would like to organize a bus group, please contact us for 
assistance (440-327-8006 Ext. 222).  Bus groups are responsible 
for coordinating their own travel arrangements, transportation, 
lodging and meals.  Group leaders should contact us at least two 
weeks prior to the desired pilgrimage date(s), so we can properly 
accommodate the group.

6.	 Are tours given?
The Shrine does not conduct tours.  Please visit our Welcome 
Center for a brief orientation and to pick up a copy of our free 
Visitor's Guide (available in both English and Spanish) containing 
a map and description of all shrines and places of interest on the 
grounds. 

7.	 What are the Shrine hours? (Subject to change.)
The Shrine is open to the public 365 days a year.  On certain 
holidays, the grounds close at 5 PM and the buildings may be 
closed.  Call the Ministry's phone line (440-327-8006) or check our 
website (holylove.org) for seasonal hours.  In case of inclement 
weather, announcements about Shrine closings and/or canceled 
service(s) are posted on the Ministry's phone line.

8.	 Is there a dress code?
The Shrine is a sacred place, so we encourage visitors to show due 
respect by dressing comfortably, but modestly.  Please do not wear 
clothing such as halter tops, short shorts, swimsuits, mini- or micro-
mini skirts, see-through clothing, or any clothing with offensive 
wording and/or designs.

9.	 Are meals available at the Shrine?
No food service is available at the Shrine, but there are many 
restaurants in the area.  The cafeteria has vending machines with 
drinks and snacks.   Outdoor picnic tables are available, but no 
grilling and/or open fires are allowed.  Groups may arrange to 
have catered meals delivered to the Shrine. Food service may be 
available in the cafeteria during special events. 

10.	Are alcohol and/or smoking allowed?
Pilgrims may not partake of any alcohol or illegal substances while 
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visiting the property. All of the shrine buildings are smoke-free.

11.	How much walking is involved? 
Pilgrims are encouraged to walk the grounds, if physically able. 
Many of the shrines on this 115-acre property are only accessible 
on foot or by golf cart, such as St. Michael's Shrine and all of the 
shrines in the Field of the United Hearts.  

12.	Are wheelchairs and/or golf carts available? 
Pilgrims should bring their own wheelchairs or arrange to rent them 
from their hotel or nearby pharmacies.  Call 440-327-8006 ext. 222 
for information about golf cart rentals.

13.	Can we bring our pets?
Pets are not permitted on the grounds beyond the bridge at the 
entrance.  Pilgrims traveling with pets are asked to leave their 
pet(s) in their vehicle in a safe manner as they visit the shrines.

14.	Will our group meet with the Visionary?
The Visionary spends a great deal of time in prayer and is not 
available to meet with groups of pilgrims or to give talks to groups.

15.	When are Prayer Services held? 
Call our Ministry phone line or visit our website for information 
concerning our daily prayer services and announcements about 
special feast day celebrations and/or special events.  Prayer 
Services may also be livestreamed on our website.

16.	Will there be an Apparition during the Service?
When the Visionary is present at a Prayer Service, there may 
be an Apparition. When our Heavenly Guest(s) arrive, it will be 
announced.  If you can kneel, please do so, while the Message is 
given to the Visionary.  We will be told when the Blessing is being 
given. The prayers then continue.  The Message is then read at the 
end of the service.  

"When I appear – not only here, but anywhere – I speak 
to all the angels of the people present, while I appear and 
speak to the visionary or visionaries. I guide these angels

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as to the welfare of those in their charge. It is up to each 
individual to open his heart to Heavenly inspiration during or 
directly after each Apparition. Be open to My Sovereignty. At 
the same time, realize that during these present moments – 
during or directly after an Apparition – Satan tries to mislead 
and interfere. This is the reason, My dear, dear children, you 
should pray for discernment before an Apparition and after 
this grace-filled event."

18.	Is swimming or immersion in the lakes permitted? 
All of the waters on the property have graces of healing and 
conversion, but swimming and/or immersion in the lakes are NOT 
permitted.  Instead, Jesus has given a special prayer to recite 
whenever any water from this property is used in making the Sign of 
the Cross.  To obtain the graces, bless yourself with the lake water 
while making the Sign of the Cross (In the Name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.) and reciting the prayer 
below.  Pilgrims are welcome to bring containers to take lake water 
home with them.

19.	How do we use the Maranatha Spring water?
Bless yourself with the Spring water while making the Sign of the 
Cross and reciting the following special prayer.

Prayer to be Recited Whenever Any Water from this  
Property is Used in Making the Sign of the Cross

"Dear Jesus, as I bless myself with this water, open my 
heart to the grace Heaven desires I have.  Let me look into my 
soul with the eyes of Truth.

Glossary of Frequently Used Terms

Apparition – A certain kind of supernatural vision in which 
something naturally invisible is seen with the bodily eye.

Feast Day – A special day set apart for the liturgical 
commemoration of Our Lord, The Holy Trinity, Our Lady, Angels 
or Saints, or an important religious event.

Graces – A supernatural gift of God to an intellectual creature.

Holy Water – Water blessed by a priest according to the form 
in the "Rituale Romanum."  It is a sacramental.

Locutions – Words heard by the ear, but produced 
supernaturally.

Shrine – A sacred image in a church, house, on land, or 
elsewhere to which special devotion is accorded.  A holy place 
to which pilgrimages are made.

Venerate – Does not mean "to worship" or "pray to." Rather, 
it does mean to pay honor to a saint in Heaven (e.g., Blessed 
Mother) who, when asked in prayer, will by their intercession 
and their own example of sanctification, help the faithful on 
earth to grow in Christian virtue and holiness. Venerating the 
saints does not detract from the glory given only to God in 
worship, since whatever good they possess is a total gift from 
God's bounty of graces.

Visionary – A person who receives supernatural perceptions.
